Immediately following the tragic death 
of a 9 year old boy on Fraser Island in 
2001,  30  dingoes were hunted down 
and destroyed by the Queensland 
Parks and Wildlife management rang-
ers, according to their own report.   

Shortly prior to that episode media 
reports put  the total population of 
dingoes surviving on the island at 149, 
following a survey by Dr. Laurie Cor-
bett . 

A system of ear tagging and registra-
tion  of all dingoes on the island has 
been operating since that survey.  It 
should therefore be possible to obtain 

current numbers from the DERM , 
yet it is clear that either the record 
system has failed, or reporting is erro-
neous, if we are to believe the latest 
report from the department published 
in the press.   

These numbers conveniently do not 
include those first  30 unfortunate 
animals.  

According to sources which we believe 
to be reliable,  the number of dingoes 
culled by rangers is actually in the mid 
80’s.  It does not take much to grasp 
the dire facts  that more than half the 
population taken out of commission 
will very soon, at that rate, lead to 

total extinction of dingoes on Fraser 
Island.   

If you are planning on a visit in hope 
of spotting a wild dingo, we suggest 
you do it very soon.  Clearly the next 
generation will not have the privilege.

which clamour for the cessation of 
culling of dingoes.  These ecologists 
are even recommending that  a re-
introduction of dingoes into some  
areas take place, for  the better good, 
not only of at least 12 species of native 
mammals clinging to survival under 
threat from rampant fox  and cat pre-
dation, and competition by rabbits, 
but also in the interests of better  
farming, due to the dingo’s ability to 
control  populations of grass eating 
native species. 

We are finally beginning to see major 
highly regarded international scientific 
journals publishing these facts, and 
absolutely delighted to note that the 
BBC news,  Scientific American On-
line magazine, and Bioscience online 
magazine,  are featuring the sorry state 
of Australia’s lone  terrestrial top-
down predator right at this time. 

It will be necessary for pressures to 

come from outside to have what are to 
now , ingrained policies of our out of 
date political parties, reviewed in the 
light of science rather than the blind  
bowing  down to what is now known 
to be fanatical internal pressure from 
livestock farmers based on very little 
reality. 

Many, many  millions of taxpayer dol-
lars  can be saved, and  untold bene-
fits accrue to biodiversity,  by the sim-
ple cessation of “wild dog control”. 

Even if farmers were compensated for 
direct losses of stock to predation by 
wild dogs, and doggers put to work on 
less devastating roles, savings would be 
in the tens of millions. 

The Australian Dingo Foundation is 
confident that we are seeing  a turn of 
the tide in grand scale.  Watch this 
space! 

Getting focus of the outside world on the plight of the dingo 

In terms of practice, the recent decla-
ration by the Victorian State Minister 
for Environment, Gavin Jennings, of 
the dingo as officially “endangered”, 
has meant little by way of changes to 
Government policy.  Until it finalises 
its  “Action Plan Statement”, which 
could take another year of meetings of 
the Working Party, it is “business as 
usual” for the  Government employed 
doggers who are  constantly setting 
traps in the Eastern Highlands of Vic-
toria, and the recreational shooters 
who make a weekend of wild dog 
hunting. 

Elsewhere in Australia  aerial baiting 
crews  drop thousands of poisoned 
baits in National Parks in  Western 
Australia, Queensland,  New South 
Wales and South Australia.    

All this in the face of the publication 
of scientific studies pouring forth 
from  Eco-Science schools connected 
with universities all over Australia,

F.I. Rangers in proper understanding of dingo behavior.    Until personnel can properly read dingoes…”A FED
